6. DELEGATIONS / PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS / PUBLIC HEARINGS
6.1. Cpl. Mark Ward, Hampton RCMP

Cpl. Mark Ward of the Hampton RCMP Detachment introduced a new member of the
detachment, Cpl. Justin Finlay. Cpl. Finlay provided some background information about
himself and was welcomed to the community by Council members. Cpl. Ward noted that
there have been increased bicycle patrols in town with officers participating in the recent
bike rally for Grade 5 students from Hampton Elementary School. Cpl. Ward proceeded to
review the statistics for May noting that there was a break & enter on town property and
that a suspect has been identified. The detachment recently assisted with the ladies
triathlon event held in Hampton and will be assisting with other upcoming events such as
the Hampton High School grand march and the Hampton Lions Club car show.

Sara Barnett, Assistant Director of Leisure Services and Facilities, and Lori
McNiven, Administrative Assistant Leisure Services and Facilities

Sara Barnett and Lori McNiven provided an overview of the schedule of events planned
for Canada Day in Hampton. Due to the fact the Canada Day falls on Monday this year,
there are many events scheduled to take place over the course of the weekend leading up
to the holiday. Sara noted that the fireworks are scheduled to take place on Sunday June
30™, which may allow for more flexibility for those wishing to attend the display. There
will be events taking place in many venues around town geared towards all age groups.
Alternate arrangements have been made in case of bad weather so events will be taking
place rain or shine.

Michele Klein and Sherilyn Batchelder, Scott Telecom Services Ltd.

Michele Klein and Sherilyn Batchfelder provided an overview of the proposed site
location at 368 William Bell Drive for the Rogers Wireless Telecommunications Tower.
Sixteen notification packages were sent out to property owners within a 120m radius of
the site, and a notice was published in the local newspaper. No feedback was received as a
result of these notices. The reason for the tower is to increase coverage in the area. Co-
locating the proposed tower with existing towers was not possible as coverage objectives
would not be met. As per recommendations received from town Staff and Advisory
Committees, the proposed tower location was moved to the south away from William Bell
Drive, the proposed self-support structure was revised to monopole and the tower height
was reduced from 60m to 35m (40m including lightning rod). To move forward, Scott
Telecom Services Ltd., requested that Council issue a letter of concurrence to Innovation,
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Science and Economic Development Canada. The next step would be to contact vendors
to order equipment with an anticipated completion date sometime in 2025.

c. The applicant obtains a signage permit prior to placement of any
signage as per the Hampton Signage By-law 165-05
