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6. DELEGATIONS / PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS / PUBLIC HEARINGS
6.1. Sgt. Luc Samson, Hampton RCMP

Sgt. Luc Samson of the Hampton RCMP Detachment reviewed the statistics for June
noting there were 214 occurrences which is comparable to past years. Members of the
detachment participated in the recent Hampton High School graduation and Canada Day
festivities. There have been a number of traffic patrols conducted including on Centennial
Road. Also, two officers are now doing regular bicycle patrols which helps to increase
visibility of members in the community. Members will also be present at upcoming car
shows as well. Staffing increases have been proceeding as planned and new member Alex
Hazelwood will be joining the detachment.

8. BUSINESS ARISING FROM MINUTES
8.1 Speed Management Process — Centennial Road

Richard Malone, Clerk, provided an update on the data received from the speed
management process recently implemented on Centennial Road in response to resident
concerns (correspondence 24-044). The Automatic Traffic Recorder (ATR) was deployed
at 47 Centennial Road from May 28 to June 28, 2024. Based on the Speed Management
Guideline Policy, the data suggests that no further measures be taken at this time. The
Public Works and Utilities Department has recommended that the speed radar be kept in
place for an extended period of time as a traffic calming measure.

Moved by Councillor Chorley and seconded by Councillor Boyé that Hampton
Council not proceed with a speed management plan for Centennial Road at this time
based on the review of the speed profile assessment on Centennial Road and that no
subsequent investigation will be considered for at least three years in keeping with
Hampton’s Speed Management Guidelines.

8.2 Possible Amendments to the Zoning By-law Regarding Kennels
Arthur McCarthy, Director of Planning, Engineering and Development, provided an
update on the review conducted by staff regarding possible amendments to the zoning by-
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law for the development of kennels in response to resident concerns (correspondence 24-
059). Based on the review, staff recommended that no amendments be made at this time.
Council discussed the issue and decided to proceed with undertaking an amendment to
the zoning by-law to allow the Planning Advisory Committee to review applications on a
case by case basis.

Moved by Councillor Tompkins and seconded by Deputy Mayor Salgado that
Hampton Council request that staff Initiate and undertake an amendment to By-law
No. HAM-2023-16: Zoning By-law to include kennels as a Conditional Use in the
Rural Zone to address concerns raised by residents including, but not limited to,
noise, dust, traffic, and location of outdoor enclosures associated with development.

In response to the request made by the Age Friendly Community Advisory Committee,
the Leisure Services and Facilities Department recommended possible locations for
accessible portable washroom facilities and provided information on rental rates.

The By-Law Enforcement Officer (Officer) is retained for the preservation and
maintenance of public peace. The duties, powers, authorities, and immunities of the
Officer are as follows:
a) The Officer has the powers as defined by Section 14(3) of the Police
Act, SNB 1977, ¢ P-9.2;
b) The Officer has the duty to enforce all the By-laws of Hampton;
¢) The Officer has the lawful authority to investigate violations,
perform inspections, enter lands, buildings, and other structures,
issue tickets, lay information, serve documents, issue demands,
orders and perform all other duties and tasks, in accordance with all
the applicable Sections and Regulations of the Local Governance Act,
SNB 2017, c 18 and as established by By-Law;
d) The Officer is authorized to exercise discretion in the course of their
duties; and
e) The Officer is an officer acting under the law and is protected in
accordance with the Protection of Persons Acting Under Statute Act,
RSNB 2011, c 210.
These appointments provide for By-law Enforcement services for Hampton to be
delivered through the Fundy Regional Service Commission based on an agreement
between the Fundy Regional Service Commission and Maritime Enforcement
Services Inc. The above-mentioned appointments are terminated on December 31,
2025, or until another motion is passed by Hampton Council to terminate the term
appointment.
