6.1. Human Resources

6, 2024, to July 31, 2025, as recommended by the Human Resources Committee.

6.2. White Pines Subdivision

Council assent to subdivision plan entitled White Pines Subdivision, as prepared by
Don-More Surveys and Engineering Ltd., dated June 27, 2024, Drawing No.
22501SDF, vesting to Hampton the following:
1. The street titled “White Pine Court” to provide municipal services and
access to the White Pine Estates Development.
2. Setting aside 2,395 m2 as excess Land for Public Purpose “LPP-1” for the
purpose of two stormwater retention ponds.
3. Local Government Service Easement intended for surface drainage and
potential future services.
