Cpl. Dave Smith, Hampton RCMP

Cpl Dave Smith of the Hampton RCMP Detachment gave an overview of the calls for the
month of August, noting there were 309 in total for the month. In all there were 25 tickets
issued and one break & enter call. The Detachment had to investigate sixteen 911 data
calls that were received as a result of storms causing disruptions to communication lines.
The members are monitoring school zones during morning and afternoon commutes.
There has been a rise in the number of calls involving motorcycles recently. One
individual in particular was causing a number of problems and was recently apprehended
and is facing 12 charges as well as jail time. Mention of this incident prompted discussion
regarding the increased number of scooters on the road driven by high school students
who are sometimes driving recklessly. Cpl. Smith advised that members have been
stopping drivers and reminding them to drive safely and follow the rules of the road and
asked that incidents be reported to the Detachment so they can be investigated. The Mayor
suggested that perhaps a safety awareness message could be posted on our social media
channels as a reminder to all drivers.

Phillippe Ouellette, Chief Executive Officer, and Marc MacLeod, General Manager,
Fundy Regional Service Commission
Phillippe Ouellette, CEO of the Fundy Regional Service Commission, gave a presentation
on the FRSC 2023 Annual Report, 2024 progress to date, and the draft budget for 2025.
Mr. Ouellette briefly reviewed the 2023 Annual Report, noting that 2023 was an important
year for building infrastructure. In reviewing the progress highlights for this year, it was
noted that the Commission is actively working on or has completed 85% of the workplan
actions initiated in 2024. One of the action items outlined was the 2024 Regional Summit
which will be held in November. All FRSC Municipal Councils and the Rural District
Advisory Committee will be invited to attend along with newly elected Fundy Region
Provincial ML As. The Summit will address upcoming challenges and opportunities,
fostering collective ownership and advocacy for the Region and strengthening regional
ties. Looking ahead to 2025, Mr. Ouellette outlined the priorities for the FRSC Board of
Directors which include:

e Balancing FRSC’s growth with clear value delivery;

e [eading by example in teamwork and shared ownership;

e Upholding the Fundy Regional Strategy Vision and Values;

e Recognizing the vital role of each member of the community;

e Maintaining regular, effective communication; and

e Championing the region’s interests consistently.
The proposed budget for 2025 is $23,133,779.00 with 90% being allocated to solid waste,
regional facilities and economic development & tourism promotion. Hampton’s proposed
member fee for 2025 is $523,875.00 which is a net increase of $104,347.00 from 2024.
However, it is anticipated that this increase will be mitigated by pending applications for
funding and grants that will result in a projected savings of $1,224,017 for FRSC
members. In 2025, the FRSC is positioned to leverage its highest quantity of GNB funding
at $3,884,683.00
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Marc MaclLeod reviewed the 2025 budget for Solid Waste Services. It was noted that there
would be increases to tipping fees due to inflationary pressures from equipment and
aggregate material costs. The FRSC capital budget for solid waste is $1,920,000.00, with
the driving factors being an increase in capital operating costs, asset retirement obligations
and initiatives arising from the recent EIA exercise which include new odor and leachate
initiatives, improved diversion efforts and a new host community economic development
fund which will benefit Grand Bay — Westfield and Saint John.

Councillor Beach inquired as to why Hampton’s net increase was 4% higher than the other
members. Mr. Ouellette advised that Hampton’s portion of the shared cost for aerial
photography services was higher due to the geographical size of the municipality.

Mr. Ouellette concluded by advising that he would be doing similar presentations for the
Councils of other member municipalities over the next few weeks and would be requesting
a response from GNB on recent funding applications. The deadline to deliver the final
budget proposal to the FRSC Board of Directors is October 24, 2024. The Mayor and
Council thanked Mr. Ouellette and Mr. MaclLeod for their presentation.
