Hampton RCMP, Sgt. Luc Samson

Sgt. Luc Samson gave an overview of the report for the month of October. There were 307
occurrences overall which seems high but there has been an increase in enforcement.
There was a traffic accident involving a school bus however there were no injuries
reported. Members of the Detachment recently attended local Remembrance Day
ceremonies which were all well attended. There has been progress made on the file
regarding the theft at Tim Horton’s which occurred in July. Sgt. Samson advised that he
will be leaving the Hampton Detachment in January as he has accepted a position in
Oromocto. He will keep Council updated regarding his replacement.

Dan Murphy, Executive Director, and Alex Scholten, Director, UMNB

Dan Murphy and Alex Scholten of the Union of Municipalities of New Brunswick made
a presentation to Councillor Chorley in recognition of his 12 years of service on the
UMNB board. They thanked him for his dedication and valuable contributions during his
time on the board and presented him with a gift. Councillor Chorley, who recently
stepped down from his position at the AGM held in October, noted he enjoyed his time
on the board, meeting other elected officials from across the province and sharing their
experiences, particularly issues surrounding the changes brought about by local
governance reform.

Andrew Beckett, CEO of Envision Saint John

Andrew Beckett, CEO of Envision Saint John, presented an update on the development of
the Saint John Region’s Economic Development Plan and the Tourism Master Plan. The
plans have received extensive input over the past nine months from two steering
committees, a public survey which garnered 942 responses, numerous roundtables and
two workshops. The plans are designed to be interconnected — ensuring alignment and
mutual reinforcement. It is the role of Envision to help drive these plans forward, but
success will come through collaboration with local industry, operators, community and
municipal partners. The strategic priorities of the plans are as follows:

The agency is also working on a new five-year strategic plan which should be finalized by
the end of June 2025, as well as regional immigration strategy. Development of a business

retention and expansion program is also underway with a projected launch date of Q1
2025.

The 2029 Canada Games will be hosted jointly by Saint John and Moncton with an
estimated budget of $35,000,000.00 and will include events in neighbouring
municipalities. Work is underway on the comprehensive bid which is to be submitted in
January 2025. The technical bid was submitted and evaluated in June 2024. There will be
between 18 and 20 events with approximately 4,600 participants and 5,000 volunteers.
Hampton has been designated to host box lacrosse.

6.4. Phil Taber, Chair of the Environment Advisory Committee
Phil Taber presented an overview of Hampton’s Electric Vehicle Action Plan which was
drafted by the Environment Advisory Committee. The Plan provides a framework to guide
electrification of Hampton’s vehicle fleet and charging infrastructure from 2025 — 2030
based on objectives identified in Hampton’s Municipal Plan, emission goals outlined in
the Partners for Climate Protection Program and the federal government’s plan to ban new
gasoline vehicle sales by 2035. The Plan includes a policy framework to guide Hampton’s
asset management with regard to fleet vehicle replacements by EVs where possible, as
well as a rollout of additional public charging stations over the next five years. Based on
forecasting by Natural Resources Canada, Hampton will require at least 10 public
chargers by 2030. There are rebate and funding opportunities available from both the
provincial and federal governments that Hampton could take advantage of to assist with
this transition to electrification.

6.5. Joel Chidley, Resident
Joel Chidley made a presentation to Council regarding his concern for the safety of
students at Hampton Middle School who play on the green space in front of the school.
Mr. Chidley is concerned that a vehicle may veer off the road on Main Street and hit a
child or children playing in front of the school. He is asking Council to consider putting
an L-shaped guard rail on Main Street and School Street in front of the school to help
protect the students. Mr. Chidley cited examples and provided photographs of recent
motor vehicle accidents that have occurred near the school as evidence of the need to
address the safety of children playing in front of the school. Council thanked Mr. Chidley
for his presentation and made the following motion:
