2. CALLTO ORDER
Mayor Doucet called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

3. SILENT MOMENT OF REFLECTION

Mayor Doucet led Council through a moment of silent reflection.

6. DELEGATIONS / PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS / PUBLIC HEARINGS

*Order of presentations was changed due to late arrival of Sgt. Samson.

6.1. Ashley Chapman, COO of Chapman’s Ice Cream
Ashley Chapman, COO of Chapman’s Ice Cream, traveled from Markdale, Ontario to
address Council regarding development on William Bell Drive. The main distribution
center for Chapman’s Ice Cream is located in Markdale, ON, however they have operated
a location in Atlantic Canada for 25 years. The company is growing and is currently
expanding the Markdale facility to meet increased demand. Chapman’s is also looking at
expanding their distribution facility here in Hampton. Due to past experiences at their
Markdale facility, Mr. Chapman is concerned about the impact of this expansion on the
neighbouring residential development on William Bell Drive. Mr. Chapman advised that
their hours of operation are mainly overnight, and noise generated by refrigeration trucks
may impact neighbouring residents. He would like to work with Council and Staff to
mitigate future issues for his business and residents. The Mayor thanked him for attending
the meeting and bringing these concerns to Council. Richard Malone, Chief
Administrative Officer /Clerk indicated that the information would be taken under
advisement and that Staff would look at ways for all parties concerned to work together to
mitigate potential issues.

6.2. Hampton RCMP, Sgt. LLuc Samson
Sgt. Luc Samson gave an overview of the report for the month of November. The numbers
for the month were average. There will be increased check stops throughout the month of
December to discourage impaired driving so members will be more visible in the
community. Sgt. Samson noted that the first winter storms of the season always yield an
increase in calls as there are more traffic incidents. The Detachment recently participated
in a community food drive which was very successful. There was recently a protest
outside the Detachment office regarding missing person David Mitchell. This incident
occurred in Sussex, but the major crime unit is based at the Hampton Detachment. The
case is active, and leads are being investigated however, members are not able to share all
information publicly as it could jeopardize the investigation. The case of missing person
Jacob Schickler is also still actively being investigated.

This is the last Council meeting that Sgt. Samson will be attending. He will be moving to
the Oromocto Detachment on January 6, 2025. Cpl. Curtis McCann has been named as his
temporary replacement. Mayor and Council thanked Sgt. Samson for his service to the
community and wished him well in his new role in Oromocto.
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6.3. Kelly Bayne, Tourism Coordinator
Kelly Bayne, Tourism Coordinator, provided a re-cap of the 2024 tourist statistics for
Hampton and an overview of the Tourism Strategy for 2025. There was 100.3% growth
in the number of visitors serviced in 2024 compared to 2023. There were over 1600
visitors to the Visitor Information Centre (VIC) this summer which accounts for 30% of
all visitors that came through a designated VIC in the entire Saint John Region. July and
August were the busiest months however, September numbers were on par with June
despite reducing the hours of operation.

In 2025 the main goals of the Tourism Strategy will be local tourism, enticing visitors to
stop and stay, community engagement, and highlighting the seasonality of our town
through the Discover Hampton series of reels. The VIC has been winterized and can now
be used in the off-season to host workshops and other community events. A sneak peek
of the 2025 Discover Hampton tourism brochure was presented with the new tag line
“Where every visit feels like home”. Mayor and Council thanked Kelly for her
presentation and noted that they were very impressed with the accomplishments of the
2024 season.

6.4. Colin Crealock, IT Coordinator
Colin Crealock, IT Coordinator, presented a list of IT projects completed in 2024 and an
overview of ongoing and upcoming projects for 2025. Some of the major projects
completed in 2024 included implementation of When I Work software for easier
scheduling of students and hourly staff, upgrade to the audio system in the Council
Chamber, Town Hall physical server upgrade, phone migration from Bell Aliant to iSpire,
and penetration testing. The migration of the phone system will reduce yearly costs by
1/3, and the penetration testing yielded very few vulnerabilities which have since been
rectified. In 2025 there are plans to upgrade accounting software to integrate utility
billing, building permits and a community web portal, install tech systems at the new
Multipurpose Facility, conduct employee cyber security training, and improve data
governance and retention. Mayor and Council thanked Colin for his presentation.
