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MESSAGE FROM THE MAYOR 

2024 was a very busy year for the town of Hampton! Provincial Local Governance Reform, 
initiated on January 1, 2023, increased our boundaries 11 times over and doubled our population 
to more than 9,300 residents. This has brought about significant changes to the town’s 
organizational structure and overall delivery of services complementing all of our residents.  

After many years of community collaboration and planning, Hampton was finally able to break 
ground in the spring of 2024 on a state-of-the-art 44,000-square-foot multipurpose facility. The 
facility will feature an NHL-sized ice surface, indoor walking track, community lounge, 
community room, and outdoor gather space. The Capital Campaign Fundraising Cabinet 
Committee was formed in the fall of 2024 with the goal of raising $4 million dollars from donors 
in the greater Hampton area to support this new facility. Located centrally in Hampton’s 
Business Park on William Bell Drive, with an expansive view of our community, the new facility 
will be known as the Summit Centre. A summit is not just the highest point on a mountain, but a 
symbol of perseverance, achievement, and the view from the top. Just like reaching the peak of a 
mountain, the Summit Centre represents a place where our community can stand united, 
empowered, and inspired together.  

Our dedicated Council, staff, and volunteers, along with our abundance of amenities, make 
Hampton an ideal location to live, work and play. We look forward to continuing the progress we 
have made together, through 2025 and beyond. It’s our Nature!

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COMMUNITY PROFILE 

Shaped by water, alive with culture, and full of entrepreneurial spirit, Hampton is a community 
that inspires great living. Located in the center of Southern New Brunswick, this community on 
the Kennebecasis River, offers the best of small-town living, with easy access to three urban 
centres (35 km to Saint John, 110 km to Fredericton and 115 km to Moncton). Local 
Government Reform in 2023 saw the community grow substantially (see Appendix A). There 
has also been strong population growth from immigration and intra-provincial migration. From 
2016 to 2021, Hampton’s growth rate surpassed that of other neighbouring municipalities, with a 
4% increase. The community is serviced by five schools, a local Chamber of Commerce 
representing 130 member businesses, several medical professionals, and a wide variety of 
community groups and service organizations. 

Town Departments include Administration; Finance and Human Resources; Protective Services; 
Public Works & Utilities; Parks & Facilities; Recreation; Planning, Engineering & Development; 
and Economic Development & Tourism. These departments and their deliverables are shaped by 
the Hampton Municipal Plan (By-law No. HAM-2023-15), adopted in December 2023. This plan 
is the principle guiding policy document for Hampton and is the result of extensive public and 
stakeholder engagement, best practice review, and contextual analysis. It enables Council and 
Staff to make sound and representative decisions affecting development and growth for the next 
ten years.

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PROPERTY TAX RATE AND USER CHARGES 

The tax base for Hampton in 2024 was $1,014,595,320.00 and the residential property tax rate 
was $1.28 per $100 of assessment in Taxing Authority 443.00 (former Hampton subunit), 
$0.7485 per $100 of assessment in Taxing Authority 443.01 (Norton subunit), $0.8685 per $100 
of assessment in Taxing Authority 443.02 (Upham subunit), $0.7635 per $100 of assessment in 
Taxing Authority 443.03 (Fairmont subunit) and $0.8685 per $100 of assessment in Taxing 
Authority 443.04 (Nauwigewauk subunit).  

Hampton provides sanitary sewer disposal services on a user-charge basis to Ward 2. The 
residential user fee in 2024 was $230.00 per unit per annum. 

Hampton provides water service on a user-charge basis to a small portion of the Ward 2 on a 
water system. The residential user fee in 2024 was $184.00 per unit per annum.

SERVICES 
 
Local Government budgets and services are established in accordance with a standardized 
classification system. In 2024, Hampton Council adopted a general operating budget of 
$11,786,841.00. Actual expenditures for the year were $11,500,127.00, resulting in a surplus of 
$286,714.00. 

Hampton has a utility operating budget for wastewater disposal services. The approved budget 
was $560,941.00. The actual expenditures were $555,952.00, which generated a surplus of 
$4,989.00. 

GENERAL GOVERNMENT SERVICES 

General Government Total Expenditures: $1,665,738.00 

This category includes overall governance and administration of Hampton. This includes Council 
functions, general management, legal matters, liability insurance, as well as civic relations. 

PROTECTIVE SERVICES 

Protective Services Total Expenditures: $3,475,954.00 

Protective Services include policing (RCMP), fire protection, emergency measures, animal 
control and other protective measures. 

Policing services are provided through a contract with the RCMP. Wards 1 and 3 total costs for 
policing was $1,077,519.00. Ward 2 policing cost was $788,213.00. 

Hampton and Nauwigewauk Fire-Rescue Departments provides fire protection services to the 
greater Hampton area and portions of the neighbouring regional service commissions. The fire 
department consists of two fire chiefs and 62 volunteer firefighters from within the service area. 
Our cost in 2024 was $1,582,377.00. The local service districts contributed $116,894.00. 

Hampton and Nauwigewauk departments have, among other equipment, one ladder truck, 4 fire 
pumpers, 5 fire tankers, 5 trucks, two off-road vehicles and two boats. Other than the newest fire 
truck and the tanker, and one lease, all capital assets are fully paid for, and ongoing maintenance 
is included in the cost of the service. 
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In 2024, animal control was done on a contract basis for Ward 2 at a cost of $12,968.00. Wards 1 
and 3 at a cost of $12,047.00. 

2024 expenditures for emergency measures were $2,918.00. 

TRANSPORTATION SERVICES 

Transportation Total Expenditures: $1,756,784.00 

This category consists of common services; summer and winter road and street maintenance, 
street lighting, traffic services, parking, and other transportation related functions. Roads in 
Hampton include provincial and municipal roads. The Town has contracts with the Provincial 
Department of Transportation and Infrastructure (DTI) for maintenance of specific roads within 
Ward 2. DTI remains responsible for road repair and maintenance within Wards 1 and 3. 

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH SERVICES – GENERAL FUND  

Environmental Health Services Total Expenditures: $1,061,311.00. 

This category includes expenditures related to solid waste collection and disposal. Hampton 
collects residential solid waste generated by Ward 2 residents, including recycling at our blue bin 
depot, and disposing of it at Crane Mountain Landfill. The tipping fee (cost per tonne) for 
disposal of residential waste is $135. The tipping fee (cost per tonne) for disposal of compostable 
is $50. 

In 2024 Hampton had a contract with the Province of New Brunswick for the collection and 
disposal of solid waste and recycling in Wards 1 and 3. The annual cost in 2024 was 
$572,640.00. 

ENVIRONMENTAL DEVELOPMENT SERVICES 

Environmental Development Services Total Expenditures: $1,084,869.00. 

Environmental development services in Hampton include the costs for land use planning and 
community development. 

RECREATION AND CULTURAL SERVICES 

Recreation and Cultural Services Total Expenditures: $2,109,140.00. 

This category includes the expense for the operation and maintenance of the Hampton 
Community Centre and Pool ($672,903), Hampton Lighthouse River Centre ($79,347), 
Playgrounds, Parks, Fields, and Trails ($762,888), and the Hampton Visitor Information Centre 
($22,878).  

In 2024, 38 summer students were hired. Four (4) students were hired under the Provincial 
SEED Program, and seven (7) were hired under the Canada Student Jobs program. 

Hampton is also an active member of the Hampton Regional Facilities Inc. 
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FISCAL SERVICES 

Fiscal Services Total Expenditures: $1,550,133.00. 

This category includes interest on short and long-term loans, principal repayment of long-term 
debt and funding of the prior year’s deficits and transfers to reserve funds for future 
expenditures.

Wastewater Utility Total Expenditures: $527,742.00. 

The wastewater disposal system has 1,413 users. The system includes 39,500 meters of piping, 3 
lift stations and a two (2) pond lagoon system. The outflow of the lagoon is tested to ensure it is 
operating in accordance with applicable provincial and federal standards. 

Expenditures include the cost of administration, personnel, collection, treatment, and disposal.
