Hampton RCMP, Constable Trecartin

Cst. Trecartin gave an overview of the report for the month of December. The numbers for
the month were slightly lower than average with 156 calls reported for all of Hampton.
These calls resulted in one charge for stolen property, two charges of assault, and multiple
warnings. There were increased check stops throughout the month of December to
discourage impaired driving as well as forty-four school zone checks during peak hours.
The Detachment recently participated in a successful community food drive.

Deputy Mayor Salgado asked Cst. Trecartin how the changes to impaired driving
penalties, implemented on January 1, 2025, would impact enforcement in the community.
Cst. Trecartin, who is an impairment recognition specialist, believes the changes will have
a positive impact on the community and the Detachment, as members now have the ability
to administer penalties roadside, eliminating delays between charges being laid and going
to trial. This removes chronic impaired drivers from the road immediately and reduces
administrative hours for the Detachment, which allows members more time for active
policing. Prior to these changes being implemented, approximately 40% of all cases in the
New Brunswick court system where impaired driving charges. While other jurisdictions
have seen a decline in impaired driving charges in recent years, this has not been the case
in New Brunswick. It is hoped that these new penalties will reverse this trend.

Jagger Exe, Resident of Ward 3

Jagger Exe, a resident of Ward 3, addressed Council regarding the recent changes to
garbage collection services in Wards 1 and 3. In particular, Mr. Exe is concerned about
being able to fit his household garbage into the bin that was provided by Hampton. Mr.
Exe advised there are seven people living in his house and they are currently composting
and recycling as much as possible but believes his household will still generate more
garbage than the bin will hold over a two week period. He would like to see a tag
system, similar to a program offered in Saint John, implemented where residents could
purchase tags to put out additional garbage bags that do not fit in the bin. Mayor Doucet
thanked him for bringing his concerns forward and advised that Council and Staff would
continue to monitor issues brought forward regarding the new collection system and
evaluate possible options for improvement.
