Hampton RCMP, Cpl. McCann

Cpl. McCann reviewed the calls for the month of January. There were 292 calls for service
in total for the area, which is average for this time of year, however the numbers were
slightly higher than usual in the area within the former town boundaries, with 128 calls.
Cpl. McCann explained that not all calls or stops result in action being taken, and these
are known as STEP files. There were 13 STEP files for the month of January. The
Community Policing Officer was very busy in January, with 41 school zone patrols, 17
school visits, and 6 presentations to students.

Councillor Beach asked if there has been any change in the number of distracted driving
offences. Cpl. McCann advised that as a result of large scale public education and
awareness campaigns, these numbers have been declining. Also, drivers appear to be
making better use of technology features in their vehicles that allow them to be less
distracted while driving.

Hon. Rob Moore, MP

The Hon. Rob Moore, MP, presented the King Charles III Coronation Medal to Mark
Carline of Titusville. This prestigious medal, issued to commemorate the coronation of
His Majesty King Charles III, recognizes worthy individuals who have dedicated
themselves to the service of family, community, and country. Hampton Council
recommended Mark Carline as a nominee to the Hon. Rob Moore in November of 2024.

Mr. Carline is the owner/operator of the Titusville General Store which is the hub of his
community. The store is open every day with the exception of Christmas Day to ensure
the needs of the rural community are met. He is very generous with his time and
resources, delivering goods to vulnerable members of the community and keeping the
lunch program at Hammond River Elementary School well stocked. He also holds bills
for local businesses to allow them to coordinate payment with the funding they receive,
and for residents who may be experiencing financial difficulties.

Mr. Carline is an incredible asset to his rural community and his generosity with his time

and resources are being appropriately recognized with the awarding of the King Charles
IIT Coronation Medal.

Shawn Price of the Parent Sponsor Committee introduced Capt. Brent Collier, the
commanding officer of the 311 Halifax Sea Cadets to provide information on an
upcoming trip to Halifax that the unit is planning to take in June of this year which is
anticipated to cost approximately $15,000.00. There will be 50 cadets participating in the
trip, with 25 of those being from Hampton. The cadets range in age from 12 to 18 years
old. Capt. Collier provided an overview of the cadet program, stating that the three main
goals are to promote an interest in the armed forces, physical and mental health, and good
citizenship. The cadets participate in many community events such as the Legion’s annual
poppy campaign, fundraising breakfasts, and Lions Club events. Capt. Collier would like
the cadets to become more involved in the community by promoting opportunities and
experiences they might not otherwise have the chance to participate in. The upcoming
trip to Halifax will give the cadets an opportunity to visit naval ships, experience local
culture and meet with other cadet groups.

Deputy Mayor Salgado thanked them for their presentation and asked that they provide
further information on the anticipated expenses for the trip. Capt. Collier advised that
those details are still being finalized and they will be in touch with the information.

Halifax Sea Cadets request for funding to the Finance Committee for review and
recommendation.

Hampton-Fire Rescue Department, Chief Mike Raeburn, Tom Elliot, Firefigshter
Tom Elliot gave a presentation on pre-incident surveys and why they are a crucial to the
fire service and the community they serve. A pre-incident survey is essentially a detailed
blueprint that outlines key information about buildings and properties that firefighters
can use in an emergency situation. It allows emergency responders to gather information
about a building or location before an incident occurs. A pre-incident survey can include
information about building construction and layout, occupancy, fire hazards, fire
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protection systems, and hazardous materials storage. This information enables
emergency responders to gain control of the scene in a more timely manner, improve
tactical decision-making, situational awareness, ensure safety, improve mutual aid
response co-ordination and response times. It also provides a greater sense of security to
residents and promotes community involvement by allowing emergency responders to
build relationships and raise awareness with members of the community.

As an example of how important these surveys can be, Tom provided an example of a
nursing home in Alberta where he was dispatched for a structure fire. The fire
department did have a pre-incident survey completed for this location which allowed
them to quickly locate the fire and contain it. Without the pre-incident survey, it would
have been much more difficult to find the fire which could have had dire consequences.

Councillor Beach inquired as to how long it takes to complete the survey and how many
they plan to complete. Tom advised that each survey takes approximately 8 to 10 hours
to complete. The department currently has 32 locations on their list to review but they
are able to accommodate 50 locations on their responding app which can be accessed in
their trucks. Councillor Tompkins asked if this information positively impacts insurance
ratings for local property owners and Chief Raeburn advised that it does. Once the
surveys are complete, the department plans to update them annually.

Council thanked Tom for his informative presentation and the work the department is
doing to ensure the safety of our first responders and the community as a whole.

Councillor Beach noted there was an increase in medical assist calls for Hampton and
Fire Chief Mike Raeburn advised that recently the Hampton Fire-Rescue Department
had been accidentally removed from the dispatch list for these calls, but it has since been
rectified. The recent increase in medical calls may be a result of this reinstatement rather
than an actual rise in medical emergencies.

Councillor Beach also noted that the Nauwigewauk Fire-Rescue Department would be
hosting a fundraising breakfast for Muscular Dystrophy on February 15, 2025.
