Maple Leaf pattern. Maple syrup tours, snowshoeing trails,
cross-country skiing & a Lodge serving homemade delights!

Saw tooth pattern. Built in the 1890s, this building was
incorporated into the health centre in 2003

Law firm located in the historic former post
office. Built in 1913 of red sandstone.

This Loyalist-era church features beautiful
architecture, a stone wall enclosure, lytchgate and a waterside
entrance for those who once came to service by boat.

200-year-old granite jail now houses
the town planning department and part of the Kings County
Museum.

22. Soapbox Soap Shoppe
#5 Campbell Street, Apohaqui
Lily pattern. The Soapbox Soap Shoppe, the former Apohaqui
Inn, was constructed in 1876, Now it is a small shop where
incredible scented soap creations and artisanal works from
around Atlantic Canada are sold.

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#41 Bloomfield Stn. Rd, Bloomfield
Diamond Star Variation pattern. Loyalist-era church built in
1811. The adjoining Hall is where the Bloomfield Area
Quilters meet every Monday for quilting.

#1171 Main Street, Hampton
Bird pattern. Fresh farm market, bakery & garden centre
focused on local, organic produce. Enjoy lunch from the in
store deli or seasonally from the cookhouse.

#1032 Main Street, Hampton
Poppy pattern. Built as an Agricultural Hall in the 1870s, the
building became a Legion Hall after World War I and served
Legion members until 2016.  Today, Kit ‘N Kaboodle pet
store and other local businesses offer a suite of goods and
services.

#310 Route 121, Bloomfield 
Cusack Quilt 1900 pattern. Fabulous antiques store and
primitive décor on the banks of the Kennebecasis River.

#978 Main Street, Hampton
Northern Lights Stained Glass pattern. Historic 1886 church
supports local learning and the Piggs Peak Partnership in
Swaziland. Colours for the block come from Swaziland's flag.

Album Variation pattern. The Sherwood farm boasts a
beautiful barn built in 1900 and expanded in 1941; set amid
rolling hills and traditional Kings County farmland.

#317 O'Neill Road, Searsville 
Scottish Thistle pattern. In 2015, the MacDonald family marked
100 years and 4 generations of farming on this spot since their
immigration from Scotland.
