Spooner Island
Q 56 Cemetery Road

This unique green space in the heart of Hampton is
just steps from town centre. Trails are surrounded by
marsh and estuaries that provide habitat for a host of
waterfowl, including kingfishers, great blue herons,
and ducks. The park is also home to a rare stand of
century old hemlock trees (near the wooden bridge
entrance). In 2013 the park's central path was
designated as part of the TransCanada Trial system,
connecting users to further trails at Veterans Park
and Dutch Point Park. The trail is beautifully lit in the
evenings. Open year-round, dawn to dusk. Parking at
the Cemetery Road entrance.

Veterans Park
Q 808 Main Street

This green space at the Hampton Community Centre
celebrates local veterans and is part of the Trans-
Canada Trail link through town. The park is the final
resting spot of “Princess Louise”, the horse mascot of
the 8th Hussars rescued from a WWII battlefield and
brought home to Hampton. Interpretation panels on
the path share tales of local veterans. Open dawn-to-
dusk, year-round. Parking at Community Centre.

Town Square
Q 657 Main Street

Located in the heart of Hampton, Town Square features
beautifully landscaped gardens, brick walking paths, a
playground and pavilion. It's also home to Jim Boyd’s,
Peace Wing, part of the International Sculpture Trail.
The Visitor Information Centre & Boutique (in the
former train station) provides ways to explore the
region, and gift items from local makers.

Town Square is celebration central! The summertime
Hampton Market, Canada Day festivities, Fall Fest, free
outdoor concerts, and Winter Wonderland can all be
found in this dynamic space.

Sweeping vistas of the Kennebecasis River will have you
scrambling for your camera. Enjoy the view from Judy’s
Bench - installed in memory of local author, gardener
and environmentalist, Judy Maddox. Open year-round.
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Dutch Point Park Trails
Q 50 Dutch Point Road

For family adventures, friendly rambles, and wild-
life sightings, Dutch Point Park is a must! Explore
five trails, from a gentle waterside stroll to a
more challenging hillside hike. Open year-round.

« Trans Canada (Main) Trail

The main trail (red route on map) is Hampton's
portion of the nationwide trail network. The wide,
crushed rock route travels through woods, fields and
ancient rock formations, and connects all other trails
in the park. From Dutch Point Park, the trail continues
through Veterans Park and Spooner Island Park
linking all of town. Easy route. 2km length.

« Wetmore’s Trail

This wood-chip trail leads through forest to an open
vista, then to a rocky outcrop and back to the main
trail. Moderate route. 300m loop.

« Pendergrass’ Trail

Short side trail with unique geological features and
“Stonehammer Geopark” rock formations.
Moderate route. 80m length.
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o Coleman’s Trail

Three access points join you to this woodchip
trail that meanders past a stone cliff face,
switchbacks through forest, then travels across
a long, scenic wooden bridge to waterside
viewing platforms at Ossekeag Creek.

Moderate route. 700 m length.

« Hadden’s Hill Loop

Waterside loop offering some of the loveliest
views in the park. Follows Hampton Marsh and,
at its furthest point, opens to a scenic view of
water and hills surrounding the Kennebecasis
River. Features picnic shelters and a small
wooden bridge. Easy route. 800m length.

o Erb’s Trail

Short side trail named for the original family
who owned the park lands. Features woodland
and park views. Easy route. 310m length.
