Hampton RCMP, Cpl. McCann — Monthly Report

Cpl. McCann reviewed the calls for service for the month of February 2025. There were
258 calls this month, compared to 188 in February 2024, as well as 225 vehicle checks.
There were also 87 school patrols completed and 15 school visits by the community
policing officer. The detachment also participated in the Hampton Middle School Winter
Carnival student volleyball game and spaghetti lunch. The Annual Battle of the Badges
Hockey Game between the Hampton RCMP and Hampton Fire-Rescue took place on
February 23, 2025, raising $17,334.00 for PRO Kids. With warmer weather right around
the corner, bicycle patrols will be starting soon.

Teed Saunders Doyle & Co., Peter Logan, CPA, CA — 2024 Audited Financial
Statements

Peter Logan, CPA, CA, of Teed Saunders Doyle & Co. provided an overview of the 2024
Audited Financial Statements. Revenue was up for 2024 due to capital funding for the
new multipurpose facility. The audit went well and there were no major issues to report.
The auditors thanked staff for the cooperation and assistance they received during the
course of the audit. The municipality scored well below targeted thresholds in all areas
and was given a clean audit report. The complete 2024 Audited Financial Statements can
be found on Hampton’s website.

Once decisions are made, efforts to quickly communicate accurate and complete
information should be undertaken. When engaging with the community, Council should
start by educating residents about current issues. Objectives and priorities of Council
should be shared with the community, with regular updates provided on progress of
priority projects. If information cannot be shared, explain why, and provide a timeline as
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to when further details can be expected. Information regarding dates and locations of
public Council and committee meetings should be accessible to residents. In closing, Mr.
Walker asked Council to continue to encourage and recognize community volunteers
who play a vital role on the committees of Council.

Councillor Chorley thanked Mr. Walker for his presentation and noted that Council just
completed a strategic planning session which will result in a Strategic Plan that will be
shared with the public in the coming weeks. Deputy Mayor Salgado noted that a new
website will be launched in the coming months which will help to streamline
information for residents. The Mayor thanked Mr. Walker for his presentation and noted
that transparency is important to Council in all discussions and decisions.

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At the regular Council meeting held on February 11, 2025, Council referred the
Development Officer Variance Guideline to the Planning Advisory Committee for
review and recommendation. The Guideline was reviewed by the Committee at their
meeting held on February 25, 2025, and they have recommended that Hampton Council
adopt the Guideline.

Arthur McCarthy, Director of Planning, Engineering and Development provided an
overview of the Guideline to Council. Development in Hampton is regulated by several
by-laws and with the influx of development applications and public interest in reducing
barriers within the planning and development approval process, there is an opportunity
to improve the variance application processing timelines by completing Development
Officer Variances, as provided within the Community Planning Act and section 2.10.2 of
the Hampton Zoning By-law.

The Community Planning Act allows variances to prescribed standards in zoning by-
laws. The authority to approve variances is given to the Planning Advisory Committee
and Development Officer depending on the type of variance. Historically, Hampton’s
Planning Advisory Committee reviewed all variances, but the proposed Guideline would
enable the Development Officer to review variances based on the following criteria:
e A variance that is 60% and less, but greater than 35%, with consultation
completed with adjacent landowners (Processing time of up to 15 days).
e A variance or multiple variances (up to 5) that is 35% and less (Processing time
of up to 2 days).

The Development Officer may request that the Planning Advisory Committee review a
variance if the application raises any concerns with and/or poses a risk to Provincial
Agencies, Utility Authorities, and/or the municipality, as determined in consultation with
the Department Director and/or Planning Director.
