Mayor Doucet called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.

3. SILENT MOMENT OF REFLECTION

Mayor Doucet led Council through a moment of silent reflection.

Hampton RCMP, Sgt. McCann — Monthly Report

Sgt. McCann reviewed the calls for the month of April 2025. There were 315 occurrences
overall for the month of April. There were 203 occurrences in Ward 2 (former Town),
which is up from 111 for the same month in 2024, with 142 warnings, and 11 tickets
issued. There where 7 check stops completed with 248 vehicles checked and 1 charge of
impaired driving resulting in an immediate roadside suspension. A check stop was
completed in Ward 3 on Route 121 which resulted in 5 tickets for speeding, and 14
warnings. The Community Policing Officer participated in 7 school presentations, 12
school visits, 1 community event and 11 school zone patrols. Sgt. McCann noted that
there was 1 bike patrol completed and advised that he will be actively participating in
these patrols over the next few months.

Circular Materials, Nadine Duguay-Lemay, Director of Marketing & Media
Relations, Atlantic Canada, Marcel Caissie, Senior Operations Manager, New
Brunswick

Nadine Duguay-Lemay provided an overview of Circular Materials’ mandate. They are a
not-for-profit organization created and governed by producers to provide support in
meeting obligations under extended producer responsibility (EPR) regulations. EPR is a
policy approach in which producers (businesses that supply packaging and paper to
consumers) are operationally and financially responsible for the end-of-life management
of the materials they supply to consumers. EPR is recognized as one of the most
effective ways to improve recycling rates by returning materials to producers for reuse in
new products and packaging. Circular Materials supports producers in meeting
obligations under each jurisdiction’s EPR regulation. In New Brunswick, Circular
Materials is responsible for managing the collection and recycling of packaging and
paper products from households, schools, multi-family dwellings, and public spaces
(coming in 2027). New Brunswick was the first Atlantic province to transition to this
framework in 2023.

Marcel Caissie reviewed the implementation plan for Circular Materials recycling
program in Hampton. On May 1, 2024, Wards 1 and 3 transitioned to the EPR program
with Ward 1 utilizing the Fundy Regional Service Commission’s (FRSC) dual box
system with material going to the Crane Mountain facility, and Ward 3 utilizing the
Kings Regional Service Commission bag system with material going to the transfer
station in Sussex. Due to legislated changes brought about by local governance reform,
Ward 3 was transitioned to the FRSC’s dual box system on January 1, 2025, so that all
material from Hampton is now diverted to the Crane Mountain facility. Ward 2
transitioned from a depot drop off system to the FRSC’s dual box system on May 1,
2025. All residents of Hampton now receive bi-weekly curbside recycling pick up using
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the dual box system, with all materials going to the FRSC’s Crane Mountain facility. The
dual box system separates materials in two categories: the blue box for paper and
cardboard and the green box for plastic, metal, and milk containers. Material that does
not fit in the boxes can be bundled and left beside the boxes, or residents can place
material in their own bin of a similar size and shape. Glass containers, flexible plastics
and Styrofoam are not accepted in curbside recycling but can be taken to a redemption
centre for disposal. Fero Waste & Recycling is the collector assigned to this region.

Mr. Caissie also advised that Circular Materials is rolling out an implementation plan for
New Brunswick schools and multi-family dwellings. This is a voluntary program and
those wishing to participate can register via Circular Materials’ online registry.
Participants will be supplied with appropriate outdoor collection receptacles and
promotional and educational materials to share recycling best practices. Further details
can be found at circularmaterials.ca .

Ms. Duguay-Lemay concluded with an overview of the promotional and educational
materials that have been provided to residents via Circular Materials’ website, which has
a page dedicated to each community that it serves. Printed materials were also
distributed with the boxes when they were delivered to residents. These materials have
also been shared on social media, both on Circular Materials’ and Hampton’s channels.
Questions on the program can be sent to NBoperations@circularmaterials.ca .

Councillor Tompkins inquired if the contents of the recycling boxes are monitored for
compliance and if there is an associated cost for non-compliance. Mr. Caissie advised
that the program utilizes education to promote compliance. Boxes that contain non-
compliant material are stickered to advise residents of the issue and then are monitored
to ensure future compliance. Councillor Tompkins also inquired if there are markets for
all the material collected to ensure the program is working as intended. Ms. Duguay-
Lemay advised that the process is regulated, and all material must be accounted for.
They only deal with OECD partner countries to ensure guidelines are followed.

Mayor and Council thanked Ms. Duguay-Lemay and Mr. Caissie for their presentation
and for their work in assisting Hampton with this important waste collection transition.

8.3 Soccer Field at Summit Centre
Mayor Doucet provided an overview of the opportunity to pursue the installation of a
new soccer field on the grounds of the Summit Centre. Council has been considering
options for building a field in the future, however the ability to address this need now has
come about as several opportunities aligned.

The construction of the Summit Centre required the removal of several tons of soil to
prepare the site. Trucking costs for the removal of this soil were significant. When it was
found that this soil was of appropriate quality to provide the base for a future field, the
decision was made to retain it onsite and deposit it for a future field area. This saved the
cost of trucking/soil removal and will save the cost of a base for a proposed field.
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With the rising need for additional space for Hampton Soccer Club’s growing
membership, as per their presentation at the Regular Council Meeting on April 8, 2025,
staff are recommending that Council move forward with the construction of the field
now. The additional cost, because of the unique circumstances, is a fraction of the future
anticipated costs and can be managed with reserve funds.

Moved by Councillor Chorley and seconded by Councillor Trecartin that Hampton
Council transfer $200,000.00 from the town of Hampton’s Capital Reserve Fund
Account #601940012610 to Hampton’s General Operating Account #601940029815
and allocate these funds for the completion of a soccer field to be located behind the
Summit Centre. Hampton has been given an opportunity to meet the rising need for
recreational space within our growing community by capitalizing on this space and
using the material which was excavated for the construction of the Summit Centre
to build this new field.
