Hampton RCMP, Cpl. Beaulieu — Monthly Report

Cpl. Beaulieu reviewed the calls for the month of May 2025. There were 170 occurrences
in Ward 2 (former Town), which is up from 127 for the same month in 2024. Most of the
other areas within the Hampton boundaries averaged the same number of calls as this time
last year. There were eight check stops completed with over one hundred traffic tickets
issued and one immediate roadside suspension for impaired driving. There was one
Criminal Code charge laid in the Passekeag area for a domestic violence assault.

There are now four members who are certified to do bike patrols. The grade five students
from Hampton Elementary School recently did a bike rally and two of the bike patrol
members participated in that event. The Community Policing Officer participated in six
school presentations, and fifteen school visits. Traffic patrols have been continuing in the
Main Street/Route 121 Bloomfield area.

Councillor Chorley asked if the bike patrol officers could monitor the area around the
town square and Snow’s Ice Cream on Main Street as this is a busy pedestrian area where
children are often crossing the street. Cpl. Beaulieu advised that he would ask the
members if they could patrol that area.

Laura Myers, Environment Advisory Committee

Laura Myers, a member of Hampton’s Environment Advisory Committee, presented an
overview of the National Climate League Report. The National Climate League is a
group of volunteers, led by the Climate Reality Project who surveyed the climate plans
and policies of municipalities across Canada, including Hampton. The initiative is a
climate and sustainability project driven by participatory data collection. Ms. Myers
collected the data for Hampton with the assistance of Bailey Brogan, Assistant Planner/
Development Officer with Hampton’s Planning, Engineering & Development
Department.

There are twenty-three policy indicators that are based on jurisdiction, accessibility,
comparability, emissions impact, and popularity. Most of the policy indicators fall within
one of these four categories: plan, target, policy, or program. The report also includes a
smaller number of quantitative indicators measuring municipal climate outcomes. This
data was collected from a variety of third-party sources.

The report includes capital cities, and a mix of different-sized communities. Hampton
was the second smallest community to participate but we tied for the third highest
percentage of completed policy indicators (25%). Many of the indicators are already
being addressed in Hampton’s Climate Action Plan including GHG inventories, active
transportation plan, EV plan and canopy target. The completion of policy indicators is
not measured by achieving certain targets but by whether a plan is in place to work
towards meeting certain goals. Next steps to consider are whether Hampton will
participate in the project next year, which areas should be included in data collection and
which indicators could be completed before the next report.
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Councillor Tompkins inquired about the lack of data for Hampton regarding the energy
poverty indicator. Ms. Myers advised that this data was collected by third parties and
was likely not available through online sources. Deputy Mayor Salgado noted the
importance of working towards sustainable modes of transportation. Municipalities need
to work in partnership with provincial and federal governments to bring about a shift in
addressing public transportation needs, whether it be ridesharing programs or investment
in EV charging infrastructure. Councillor Beach asked about the canopy target and how
that could be implemented in a community like Hampton. Ms. Myers advised that the
target is based on the geography of the location and could be measured through aerial
mapping to determine current levels of canopy coverage.
